Introduction

A Phase-In Participant uses fixed-length record layouts to submit Pell Grant and/or Direct Loan origination and
disbursement data to the COD System over the Student Aid Internet Gateway (SAIG). Conversdy, a Full
Participant uses the Common Record in XML format to submit Pell Grant and/or Direct Loan origination and
disbursement datato the COD System.

Pdll Grant Phase-1n Participants should refer to the 2003-2004 COD Technical Reference, Volume [11 - Pell
Grant Phase-In Participant Technical Reference for record layouts and processes.

Direct Loan Phase-1n Participants should refer to the 2003-2004 COD Technical Reference, Volume 1V -
Direct Loan Phase-In Participant Technical Reference for record layouts and processes.

Beginning in award year 2003-2004, Schools have the option to choose to process with COD as a Fulll
Participant for one program (e.g. Direct Loan) and process with COD as a Phase-In Participant for the other
program (eg. Pl Grant). Asaresult, schools can chooseto participate in COD School Testing asa Fulll
Participant for one program (e.g. test as a Full Participant for Direct Loan) and a Phase-In Participant for the
other program (e.g. test as a Phase-In Participant for Pell Grant). Additionaly, schools can chooseto
participate in COD School Testing for only one program and not participate in testing for the other program.

Schools that choose to participatein COD School Testing as Phase-In Participants can test with the structured
test cases described in this guide and will receive from COD fixed-length Acknowledgments files.
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Test Data Sent from Schools to COD

This section provides an overview of the different records Phase-1n Participants send to COD during the school
testing process. Each type of record and its genera functiondity are described below. Genera test conditions
are also discussed.

Origination Records
To initiate processing, the school sends origination records to the COD System viathe SAIG, using the
following message classes:

DTSFO4IN (Batch Type #D) for Direct Subsidized and Unsubsidized Loan
DTPFO4IN (Batch Type #PF) for Direct PLUS Loan
PTORO4IN (Batch Type #O) for Pell Grants

The origination records contain persond information, including name, address, college grade levd, anticipated
disbursement information, and so on. The records are vaidated, processed and Origination Acknowledgments
are returned to the school. This acknowledgment notifies the school of the acceptance or rejection of each
award origination.

Tedli ng with the predefined test data covers the origination of the following seven student scenarios:
Three Pdl Grants
One Direct Subsidized loan
One Direct Unsubsidized loan
One Direct Subsidized and Unsubsidized loan
One Direct PLUS loan

The record layouts for the origination records are provided in the Volume I11, Section 3 - Pell Grant Phase-In
Participant Technical Reference and the Volume IV, Section 3 - Direct Loan Phase-In Participant
Technical Reference.

Disbursement Records

When a school makes actua disbursements to students, it must notify COD. This information is communicated
to COD when the school sends actua Disbursement Records viathe SAIG. These records inform COD of
different types of disbursement activities, including adjustments to disbursement amounts and dates. These
records are sent to COD using the Disbursement Record Layout, message classes.

DTSDOIN (Batch Type #H) for Direct Loan (Subsdized, Unsubsidized, and PLUS)
PTDROIN (Batch Type #D) for Pdll Grants
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COD performs edits on disbursement records and returns a Disbursement Acknowledgment to the school. The
Disbursement Acknowledgment indicates whether each Disbursement Record has been accepted or rejected.

Testing with the predefined test data covers the following types of disbursement records.
Actud disbursements
Adjustments to actud disbursement amounts
Adjustments to actud disbursement dates

The record layouts for the actua Disbursement Records are provided in the Volume I11, Section 3 - Péll
Grant Phase-In Participant Technical Reference and the Volume 1V, Section 3 - Direct Loan Phase-In
Participant Technical Reference.

Change Records

After an origination record has been processed and accepted by COD, a school may update or modify the
origination record data. For Direct Loan, the school updates the origination data by submitting a Loan
Origination Change record. For Pdll Grant, the school submits an updated Origination record.

Change Records are sent to COD using message classes.

DTSCO4IN (Batch Type#E) for Direct Loan (subsidized, unsubsidized, and PLUYS)
PTORO4IN (Batch #O) for Pdll Grants

COD validates each change record, updates the COD database, and returns an Acknowledgment. For Direct
Loan, COD returns a Change Acknowledgment to the school. For Pell Grant, COD returns an Origination
Acknowledgment.

Testing with the predefined test data covers changes to student demographic data and award amounts.
The record layout for the Direct Loan Origination Change Record is provided in Volume 1V, Section 3 - Direct

Loan Phase-In Participant Technical Reference. The record layout for the Origination Record is provided in
the Volume 111, Section 3 - Pell Grant Phase-In Participant Technical Reference

DTODO4OP (Batch Type #H) for Direct Loan (subsidized, unsubsidized, and PLUYS)
PTDAO4OP (Baich Type #D) for Pdll Grants

Change Acknowledgment

For Direct Loan, the Loan Origination Change Acknowledgment notifies a school of the acceptance or rgection
of each change to origination data sent in on a Loan Origination Change Record. For Pdll Grant, an Origination
Acknowledgment is sent to notify aschool of the acceptance or rgjection of achange to origination data sent in
on an Origination Record.

Test Execution

In this section, record profiles are described for each award tested during the process. Use these test scriptsin
conjunction with the record layouts detailed in the Volume 111, Section 3 - Pell Grant Phase-In Participant
Technical Reference and Volume IV, Section 3 - Direct Loan Phase-In Participant Technical Reference.
Specific data are defined, and step-by-step ingtructions for executing the test are provided. Below isachecklist
of the mgjor steps in the testing process.

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Test Loan Profiles

Case#1: Student 1 gppliesfor aPdl Grant. This student is afourth-year sudent (Grade level = 4), and is
digiblefor aPdl Grant. Thefira submisson contains the Pdll origination record. The school receives argject
origination Acknowledgment due to an invalid sudent date of birth. This caseis not included in the second
submission cycle.

Case #2: Student 2 gppliesfor aPdl Grant. This sudent is a second-year sudent (Grade level = 2), and is
eigible for aPdl Grant. Thefirgt submisson contains the Pell origination record. The student is awarded $850.
The second submission includes an updated origination record sent with a change in the student’ s enrollment
date and includes an actua disbursement record for the Pell award.

Case #3: Student 3 gppliesfor aPdl Grant. This student is an incoming first-year student (Grade level = 0),
and isdigiblefor aPdl Grant. Thefirg submisson contains the Pell origination record. The student is awarded
$4000. The second submission includes the actua disbursement record.

Case #4: Student 4 gppliesfor a Direct Subsidized Loan. This student is a second-year sudent (Grade level
= 2), and the loan isfor $3,225. The firgt submission contains the loan origination record. The second
submission includes an origination change record for the student’ s permanent address and the includes afirgt
actua disbursement record.

Case #5: Student 5 gppliesfor a Direct Unsubsidized Loan. This student is an undergraduate student (Grade
level = 4), and the loan isfor $3,225. The first submission contains the loan origination record. The second
submission includes an origination change record for a decrease of the loan amount approved and the
anticipated disbursements and includes the first actual disbursement record.

Case #6: Student 6 gppliesfor a Direct Subsidized Loan and an Unsubsidized Loan. This student is a second-
year sudent (Grade level = 2). The firg submission contains aloan origination record for a $2000 subsidized
loan and aloan origination record for a$1500 unsubsidized loan. This caseis not included in the second
submisson cycle.

Case #7: Student 7's parent applies for aPLUS Loan. This student is a second-year student (Grade level =
2). Thefirgt submisson contains aloan origination record for a$2000 PLUS loan. Thiscaseisnot included in
the second submission cycle.

NOTE: For school testing, the Pell Award Amounts are based on the 2002-2003 Pell Payment Schedule
because the 2003-2004 Pell Payment Schedule was not available at time test cases were created.
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Creating Unique Social Security Numbers
Because there are alarge number of schools participating in thistes, it is desirable to have unique Socid
Security numbers (SSNs) submitted for each school’ stest records. The following formulais recommended to
generate the SSNsfor the school’ s test batch. The ISIRsthat COD provides contains the last five characters of
the school’s TG mailbox number as the firgt five numbers of each SSN. For example, if aschool’s TG mailbox
number is TG77778 and the test data defines a SSN of ##-##-0001, it would use 777-78-0001.

Note: These sudents will dready be created for you and sent by e-mail. The lagt four digits of the SSNs may
vary from the below Matrix, but the COD School Relations Center will provide thisinformation prior to testing.

Preparing the Test Environment

It is necessary to define separate, independent regions for test and production data. Before proceeding with
testing, a school must verify that the method defined is vdid and that any test batch created does not mix with
live production data within a school’ s environment.

Schools should verify that the system date has been changed form the current date to the future date
communicated by customer service. Verification of the COD logica date for each school testing date is
required. Thisdate must dso be used to create the input file(s).

Notification of Results

The COD School Relations Center notifies the contact person at the participating school of the results of each
test submission cycle. If problems are discovered, aretest is scheduled. The contact person should be available
during the testing period to assg, anayze problems, and coordinate any follow-up tests that may be required.
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Schools should contact the COD School Rdations Center if test results are not receive or communicated when
expected.

Preparing School Database for Production
The school should clean out the system (for example, remove dl test data) before sending production data.

Warning: Ensure that the system date is changed back to the current date and that message classes and
destinations have been changed from ‘test’ to ‘production.’

Warning: All test data must be removed from a school’ s system prior to beginning actua processing and
before sending production (live) datato COD.

Warning: Test Message Classes and the Test Destination Mailbox CANNOT be used to process production
data
